PBCC will partner with Medical Teams International to travel to Guatemala to 

build stoves in a  village where the people cook on wood stoves inside their 

houses without a vent to the outside.  The rooms are filled with smoke and 

there are many lung problems and the children fall into the fire and get 

burned.  You will get to experience the family culture and learn to work as 

a team in a beautiful country.  The team would   depart Friday, January 27, 

arriving in Guatemala City around noon on the 28th.  You would be bused to Cobán, Guatema-

la where you will stay for the week.  We put our teams up in the Posada de Don Antonio, a 

simple but comfortable hotel there.  On Sunday the team would rest and go to church and 

visit the local craft market. 
 

Monday – Thursday: the team would depart from hotel for the community around 7:30am and 

arrive around 9am.  The road is steep and rutty.  You’d work from 9-12, have lunch and 

play with the kids, then work from 1-4 or 4:30pm, then hop in the van and head back to 

Cobán. There you’d have dinner at a local restaurant, have time for reflection, and sleep. 

Friday the team will be debriefed by the MTI-GUA staff and around 11am it will head out to 

Antigua. 
 

Arrive in Antigua Friday afternoon, have dinner, reflection, rest. Saturday is a recrea-

tion, rest, enjoy Guatemala-day in Antigua.

The 3 Most Important IMMUNIZATIONS  
Here is some information which we feel can be very helpful for Adults who are trying to decide 
which, if any, immunizations you may need.  
 

   FLU (influenza vaccine)  
Recommended for ALL individuals over the age of 50. This vaccine is repeated every year, because 
the viral strains that cause the flu frequently change. Last yearôs flu shot wonôt protect you against this 
yearôs flu. Protection lasts only about a year. You cannot get the flu from a flu shot. The CDC recommends that you get your annual 
influenza vaccine as soon as the vaccine is available.  
 

 Pneumonia (pneumococcal vaccine)  
Recommended for all individuals with certain chronic medical conditions ï including heart disease, lung disease, diabetes,   
alcoholism, & liver disease. Healthy people over 65 need it, too! For most people, this is a one-time vaccine; however, if you are 
over 65 & have received a pneumococcal vaccine before age 65, talk with your doctor & see if a second vaccine is appropriate for 
you.  
 

 Shingles (zoster vaccine)  
Recommended one time for ALL individuals over the age of 60 ï regardless of previous exposure to herpes zoster or chicken-pox. 
Shingles is an extremely painful rash caused by the zoster virus ï the same virus that causes chickenpox. After a person recovers 
from chickenpox, the virus stays in the body & can reappear years later, causing shingles. Please talk with your provider about this 
vaccine. 
 

Are These Immunizations Covered by My Insurance?  
Flu & pneumonia vaccines are covered for everyone on Medicare with no copay. Check with your health plan for information on 
where you can receive these vaccines at no cost. The shingles vaccine is covered for people on Medicare with a Medicare Part D 
prescription drug benefit. Your cost for this vaccine will vary depending on the Part D prescription drug benefit your plan offers.
