CAREGIVING ““s 'y

It seems as though we all know of an Elderly friend who is now being cared for by at least one of their chil-

dren. Or, perhaps the caregiver has had to make the hard decision to move their parent to a care facility.

All of us hope that ifiwhen we become the caregiver, that things will go smoothly. But, family caregiving

doesné6t typically run smoothly when brothers & sistersoncar.i
can pre-arrange for his/her care 7 or at least make decisions concerning their health needs, known to their children whether
through a revocable trust, or power of attorney papers, or both.)

Here are three key factors that are very necessary to keeping the relationships between the adult children sound:
Make important decisions together
Strive for the ability to divide the caregiving workload
Maintain a high level of teamwork

ltés difficult when aging parents believe that theirgissdes.l t
If the parent perceives that the children are in conflict, suddenly they are stressed out, & do not do well emotionally or

physically. For many elderly, it is hard enough for them to ask for help from their children, but if their situation is causing

conflict, then it is especially tough.

Common areas of conflict to avoid::

e Roles and rivalries dating back to childhood. Mat ur e adults often find that theyore
family gets together. This tendency can grow even more pronounced under the strain of caregiving.

e Disagreements over an el derbéscoommohohomanfiamabpbmémbeers.
about whatoés wrong with a |l oved one and what should be do
no longer capable of driving, while your brothers argue that he needs to maintain his independence.

e Disagreements over financial matters, estate planning, family inheritance and other practical issues. How to pay for a
family memberés care is often a huge cause of tension. Fi
person should live, whether or not a particular medical intervention is needed, and whether he can afford a housekeeper.
These conflicts are often fueled by ongoing resentment over income disparities and perceived inequities in the distribution
of the family estate.

e Burden of care. Experts say the most common source of discord among family members occurs when the burden of
caring for an elder isnb6t distributed equally. Home I nste
one sibling has the responsibility for providing most or all of the care for mom or dad.

Engaging parents in caregiving issues is important, & so are family meetings that involve a third party if necessary. A third-

party resource, particularly a professional such as a doctor or geriatric care manager, can provide an impartial voice of

reason. Talking before a crisis is best. Talk to one another about perceptions of what happens if seniors need help, how

available you would be, and the options that you and your family would consider.

We hope this will give any you, who may become caregivers in the near future, some insight.

L & L. Ministries
September / October 2011

On September 28, 2011, I was blessed to lead a team of eleven as we stepped onto a plane and into a very powerful call-
ing. Our two main purposes were 1) to provide 7 consecutive days of medical care in four different villages, and 2) to build
a “first-ever” latrine in Kaplobotwo, one of our K & K villages. The mission was titled “KNK: 9/10/11 Medical & Latrine.”
The “N” refers to the village of Ngenge, pronounced Nyen-Yeah. It is a village of well over 1000 inhabitants. Kabacheriya
& Kaplobotwo---the villages we usually work in---are villages of 250 and 100 respectively; so working in Ngenge was a big
stretch for us. God was so very good from start to finish.

It had been raining in the KNK area for weeks: literally! In our communication a week before departure, we were
advised that travel would be very difficult at best, and that it was possible we wouldn’t be able to get into the villages due to
severe muddy conditions. When we arrived I called Pastor Chemonges. The rains had stopped the day after we received the
report and the roads were very rough, but passable. They had even dried up so much that we were advised to use the short-
cut road to get down to the villages. This was very welcome news because even though the short cut is very step and slow, it
takes an hour travel compared to the long road that takes a full two hours (each way.) By the Grace of God we were able to
go down to KNK via the shortcut all seven days! (We still had to take the long road on the return trip each day. The shortcut
was too steep for the return trip.) The only rain we experienced came on day three as we were tearing down for the day; we
only had to navigate about 7 miles of muddy road. Our travel blessings were indeed the work of God. As we stayed faithful
to God’s calling of us, He blessed us with the ability to move about safely.

The medical team was able to examine and treat 612 people! In addition, many others were treated for parasites and
minor pain, a few were treated for minor wounds, and several were referred to the local hospital for various ailments.
Altogether we were able to serve 650-700 people. Even if we had only been able to serve 1, the trip would have been
worthwhile. While the medical folks were doing their thing, the construction crew was equally as busy. They partnered
with the villagers and build a “double door latrine.” (When I was growing up and outhouses were still around we called this
type of structure a “two-holer.”) It was a marvelous sight to see this blessed structure and means of sanitation out in the
middle of nowhere. Our guys also installed a portable shower as a hand-washing station. They did a marvelous job in build-
ing the latrine, but more important, they built strong relationships with the natives of Kaplobotwo. The word partnership
was in full force.

Our people in KNK were hurting. Due to alack of consistent protein in their diet we saw many that were anemic: 94 in
all. There were a minimum of 60 that were diagnosed with parasites, 22 with malaria, 86 with bronchitis, and 137 with back
pain. At least 20 other maladies were diagnosed and treated. In September 2009 I hurt my back while lifting a box of books.
I was in so much pain I just wanted to give it up. Fortunately, on September 30 I was able to have surgery to repair the
damage. Those with back pain in KNK had no hopes of surgery; they just wanted some immediate relief for their acute pain.
Our practitioners were able to provide them with that help. My heart truly went out to each patient; after a time the pain
would return. Yet, our practitioners were able to make life bearable and pain free for them for several weeks or months,
and they were blessed to have received the care.

Mostly, I was blessed by what was revealed to my eyes. I saw Sheila holding a young boy saying that she was ready to
“take this one home.” I saw Sandy, Sheila, and Jessica carefully and accurately filling and painstakingly explaining the
prescriptions to their hoards of patients. It blessed my heart as Dani so lovingly weighed the babies, children, and adults,
always smiling and making their short time with her a joy. Dan and Dan were incredible at larine building with their local
partners, and it brought tears to my eyes when I was able to photograph the work crew together in front of their creation.
Cindy has a very careful and loving way of working with the pregnant ladies, and I loved watching her smile at them and
gently assess their needs. I saw Susan Shuck, herself in pain and needing shoulder surgery; working happily and lovingly
with each patient I sent her way. What a blessed trooper and example she was to me. It was a joy to watch Dr. Steve Knapp,
my personal physician and friend, as he brought smiles to the face of each patient he helped. Equal to his medical blessing,
his greeting handshake and welcoming smile were a blessing to his patients, and to me. And of course I saw my beloved wife
Pam working her magic on the children: Oh how she loves helping those babies, infants, toddlers, and youngsters. After
countless trips to Africa now, I am still in awe of what God can do with such loving, faithful, and willing servants.

Trips like this don’t just “happen.” They don’t just materialize out of nowhere, people just go, and then we tell the story.
They happen because some are called to pray, some are called to send, some are called to pray & send, and some are called to
go. I never tire of going. Don’t get me wrong: I get tired going. I get tired while I am there, and I get tired returning. That is
different: one is the service, the other is the sacrifice. The service always outweighs the sacrifice. Once again God blessed us
with a team of servants who all got tired, but the sacrifice was minor compared to the prize of serving Christ.

When you send, you are being obedient to the calling of God to
sacrifice for the sake of others.

I may not know a lot of things, but this I do
know: It is an absolute truth that we are in this together. Bound by the love of Christ, sent by the power of God, and guided
by the power of the Holy Spirit, we are working to make a difference for Christ in the lives of His people in KNK. Thank you
for making that happen.
