Bahati is a young man who recently graduated from Hope of the Nations Bible College in Kigoma,
Tanzania. (He was one of Pastor Chris' students) He and his family are from the Congo, which is
across Lake Tanganika from Kigoma. The Congo is currently experiencing severe political
turmoil, and a massive genocide and persecution may be coming shortly. Already, Bahati and his
family have had to flee their homes. Currently, they are safe, but are trying to somehow get back
into Tanzania, and begin ministry there. The Powell Butte Missions Team (GOT) is helping
Bahatifinancially to accquire a VISAn order to return to Kigoma along with his family.
